Drivers:
- Yield for pedestrians in crosswalks and at
intersections - It’s the law.
Do not block crosswalks when stopping at
intersections.
Slow down and obey posted speed limts.
Take extra care around schools, playgrounds,
and neighborhoods.
Always look out for pedestrians, especially
before turning at a green light or making a
“right on red.”
Never run red lights.
Be careful when passing stopped vehicles.
They might be stopping for pedestrians.
Pay attention! Do not text and drive.
Share the road. It’s your responsibility to look
for others.
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
