	Steady progress is being achieved.  County is awaiting receipt of the contract for the EPF Grant for MS4 Implementation.  County went out to bid on printing educational materials in February 2005 and no bids were received, printers indicated that they could not print the construction poster.  County Planning has solicited prices from printers that the DEC utilized.  55,000 pieces should be ordered in May, 2005.  Town staff obtained brochures/bookmarks from various MS4 seminars and the EPA.  Material was made available at the Municipal Counter Center counter for public use.

	Steady progress is being achieved. Data collection form has been completed and data collection is scheduled to begin June 2005, and as scheduled the field reconnaissance is beginning.
